I really enjoyed my day's judging. Thank you for a lovely entry.  There were some quality exhibits and generally I found
that the standard of the dogs has improved since last time I judged.  It seemed that some dogs were carrying a few extra
lockdown pounds and were heavy over the loin.  Feet and nails were good with only one dog's nails clicking as they
moved on the hard floor due to being too long.  Very sadly, as usual, some dogs' coats were extremely dirty, even to the
point of smelling filthy and one or two had sore patches.  I find this strange when you are exhibiting your dog at a breed
show but a sad way to keep your animals full stop.  Two exhibits displayed temperament faults but not severe enough to
be sent from the ring.  Handling was on the whole better than 3 years ago, with less yanking the dogs about on the
move and not so many very tight leads.
